Signs and Wonders – part 2
What are signs and wonders?

Signs and wonders are miraculous displays of supernatural power (beyond nature or man).
Healing, deliverance, demonstrations of power (sea calmed, 5000 fed, dead raised)

When Jesus paid for our salvation, it was more than just spiritual. In it’s basic use, the Greek word “sozo” means to save, to restore, to make whole, well, or complete. It is translated as heal, recover, save, or whole.
Forget none of His benefits. (Psalms 103:1-6)
What is the purpose of signs and wonders?
1) Signs and wonders announce the kingdom of God. They are verification that the kingdom of God is present.
Matt   4:23-25  Jesus begins His ministry proclaiming the gospel (good news) of the kingdom
          9:18-38   do it God’s way, not way of Gentiles

        10:1-8       authority (legal right) given to first disciples
        12:22-28   evidence that God’s kingdom has come

2) Signs and wonders are a confirmation of the Lordship of Jesus.

Acts   2:22-36  miracles, wonders, signs.  God has made Jesus both Lord and Christ.
        10:38-43   Christ was anointed with the Holy Spirit and power
Matt 11:1-6      John’s disciples saw proof

Luke 7:18-23   same account, but verse 21 says “At that very time (lit. hour), He cured many people of diseases

                         and afflictions and evil spirits; and He granted sight to many who were blind.”

3) Signs and wonders are a confirmation of the body of Christ

Acts    2:43       wonders and signs through the apostles
           3:1-16    Peter and John used to heal the lame beggar

           4:30-31  power of prayer

           5:12        wonders and signs through the apostles
           6:8          Stephen first man in N.T. other than apostles

           8:4-6       Philip

Mark 16:17-18  all believers

4) Signs and wonders are a confirmation of the word of God.

Heb     2:1-4       Signs and wonders and miracles bear witness of the word
Acts     8:4-8       Philip preached the word. It was confirmed.
The great commission always has the promise of power attached to it.

Matt   28:18-20, Mark 16:15-20, Luke 24:49, John 20:22

Acts      1:8         witnesses of Christ empowered by the Holy Spirit
Signs and wonders are meant to confirm the word, not replace it.
They happen as we walk out our daily lives, being who God made us to be.
